Tools & Materials You Will Need:
•  (1) Box #8 x 3" Phillips Flathead Installation
   Screws •  Caulking Gun

•  Construction Adhesive •  Hammer and Brads - 3⁄4" or 1"

•  Screw Gun •  ProVia Color-Matched Caulking or any High Quality 
   Caulking in Accordance with ASTM C 920 Class 25

Step 2-	 Remove Jamb Cladding.

Step 1-	 Fasten cladding in several places with brad 	
				    nails and hammer. 

Step 2-	 Apply  high grade silicone sealant to jamb 		
				    and brickmold. 
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
